e Utility knife

choice

Floral foam

Hot glue gun and glue
Wire cutters

e Faux flowers

Directions:

With the knife, carefully cut
off the front face of the initial
so that the letter is hollow.
Cut the floral foam into
pieces that will fit and fill up
the space inside the initial.
The pieces don't need to be
perfect. Glue the foam pieces
inside the letter.

Use the wire cutters to trim
the stems of the faux flowers,
leaving a short stem that can
be inserted into the floral
foam. Arrange the blossoms
as desired to cover the face
of the initial. If needed,
secure the flowers in place
with glue.

Combine several letters to
spell out a word, such as
“MOM" or "LOVE,” or your
first name.
